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Reforms Can’t Come Quick Enough
Agreement Reached on Juvenile Correctional Facilities

(MADISON) - Today, the Wisconsin State Senate reached a deal to overhaul the juvenile justice system that garnered
bi-partisan support. In response, Senator Lena Taylor (D-Milwaukee) and Representative David Crowley (D-

failures, hopefully improving rehabilitative outcomes and working conditions for those in our juvenile justice
system.”

Rep. Crowley said “I am extremely pleased and excited by the passage of the Senate Substitute to Assembly Bill 953.
A lot of people - on both sides of the aisle and in both chambers - put thought, energy, and care into creating
meaningful and necessary reforms to our troubled juvenile justice system. The product coming out of the Senate
today reflects that work and I look forward to proudly voting for this legislation Thursday when it comes before the
Assembly.”
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
