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ICYMI: Sen. Pfaff, Gov. Evers visit Hamburg Hills Farm in Vernon County

The Joint Finance Committee recently passed an omnibus motion that provided $30 million less
for DATCP programs than Governor Evers proposed. The final budget must be authorized by the
Governor and both chambers of the State Legislature.
